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THE LONE VOICE


As our culture slips deeper into chaos, it becomes increasingly important for the church to stand firm and speak clearly, particularly about the foundational moral issues of society. The church's voice is especially important because the church of Jesus Christ is often the last voice speaking for absolute truth and absolute right and wrong.

Take the issue of abortion. If the evangelical and Catholic churches in the US retreated into silence, there would be no voice for the unborn at all. No political party would speak up for the unborn without pressure from evangelicals and Catholics. To the best of my knowledge, there is not a secular-based, pro-life crisis pregnancy clinic in all of North America. Without the pro-life activists' challenges, more and more of our medical schools would require all students to perform abortions as part of the standard curriculum. Without the political clout of evangelicals and Catholics, the US government would be openly funding abortion on demand both here and abroad. 

The same is true of all foundational moral issues. Think about the issues of marriage, family and sexuality. Aside from religious groups, there is no voice speaking up clearly for marriage as a life covenant between a man and a woman. There is no other voice promoting the permanence of marriage. There is no other voice calling for public policies that recognize the unique value of an intact marriage in the raising of children. There is no other voice in our culture calling for sexual purity. The very term "sexual purity" is cause for sniggering in most circles. No voice outside the communities of faith lifts up the goal of reserving sexual activity for marriage. No other voice is willing to say that living together outside marriage, casual "hookup" sex, homosexual sex and all other forms of sexual practice outside marriage are both wrong and damaging. 

I frequently hear the secular media suggesting that Christians need to quit trying to promote a culture of life, a culture of respect for marriage and a culture of respect for sexual purity. Instead, we are supposed to quietly concede that we have been too narrow, and loosen up.
We can't do that. Christians know there are absolute truths, and we cannot, and should not, remain silent about those truths.

The good news is that recent research has shown that it just takes a small percentage of a culture to shift the entire culture's beliefs. The catch is that the small percentage only prevails if they believe passionately and openly in their cause.

We have allowed a passionately secular and amoral (and immoral) elite to erode our nation's moral foundations. Believers far outnumber those secularists, but we have failed to match the strength of their beliefs and the passion they have for spreading their destructive message.

We don't want to be obnoxious, but we will not be silenced. Believers across the board need to stand firmly and share passionately what we know to be right.
